Confirmation Spring Projects:

The goal of the spring projects is to help the students learn and identify themselves in the story of Christ, family of God, and experience their life as the continuation of the story.

Beginning in 6th grade we will look at various stories from scripture and learn more about the family of God, exploring our connection to that.

In 7th grade we will look more closely at our own families and the role that faith has played in our family tree.  We will see ourselves as members of a larger family story.

In 8th grade we will pay close attention to our own faith stories and explore avenues to express them.  We will discover our path as the continuation of the story both of our larger family, and the family of God.

6th Grade:

Learning the Christian Story

In 6th grade students will learn about a specific Bible character or story that they choose from a suggested list.

They will read through the story in the Bible and have conversations as a group to learn more about that story and/or character.

The project will be presenting the connection between the characters story and the student’s life story.

Much of the work for this project will be done in the group meetings.

7th Grade:

Learning My Family’s Story

In 7th grade students will put together a family tree and explore the role that faith has played in the life of their family.

The project will be presenting the family tree and answering specific questions in regards to the family tree.

It is the intention that this project will be done with help from and conversation with the parents.

Most of the work for this project is expected to be done at home.

8th Grade:

Finding Myself in the Story

In 8th grade students will put together a project reflecting their faith journey so far.

It is encouraged that this take whatever shape comes most natural for that student.

There are questions to guide this thought process.  

Projects might include, a song, a story, a poem, a collage, a scrapbook, etc.

Most of the work for this project is expected to be done at home.
