The first half of this guide is meant to walk the students through a reflection on the text to get them thinking about the intersect between faith and life regarding this passage.  The second half of this guide is intended to walk the students through the bible study planning process so they can lead a multi-sensory bible study for their peers on the topic.

The Bible passage, topic and main point for the study are pre-determined by the leaders and are provided for the students as they begin the reflection and planning process.  Adults work with students in small groups to walk with them through the process.
