Psalm 103: 8 LORD; you are full of compassion and mercy, slow to anger and abounding in steadfast love.   
Lord we are so grateful for your compassion and mercy, you have every right to be angry with us for all that we do that is not for your glory and is against your will: yet your grace, forgiveness and love is so undeserved. Give us the strength to be like you, slow to anger and eager to love and forgive. 

Psalm 103: 1-5  Bless the LORD, oh my soul, and all that is within me, bless God’s holy name. Bless the LORD, O my soul, and forget not all God’s benefits—who forgives all your sins and heals all your diseases: who redeems your life from the grave and crowns you with steadfast love and mercy: who satisfies your desires with good things so that you’re your youth is renewed like an eagle’s. 
Dear LORD, how could we forget all the benefits you so humbly give-----forgiveness of sins, family, healing for our body and soul and your greatest gift of all---LOVE!
Psalm 103: 5 Bless the LORD who satisfies your desires with good things so that your youth is renewed like an eagle’s
LORD, only you can satisfy my desires, and unlike the enemy you will never lead us to bad, but only good things, renew me oh LORD!

Isaiah 58: 10 If you offer your food to the hungry and satisfy the needs of the afflicted, then your light shall rise in the darkness and your gloom be like the noonday. 
Dear LORD, your word teaches us over and over, in both the Old and New Testaments, that if we offer ourselves to the hungry and help those in need, we shall be blessed, help us to take this word seriously and serve. Guide us to the needs of your people. 

Isaiah 58:11 The LORD will guide you continually, and satisfy your needs in parched places, and make your bones strong; and you shall be like a watered garden, like a spring of water, whose waters never fail. 
LORD, thanks for your guidance , you satisfy our needs in our parched places when we’re all dried up: To me that means that in our darkest,  desperate moments you can pick up our dry bones, our empty shells and strengthen us, make us whole again and give us your life sustaining water that we thirst for. Water our gardens LORD and help us grow in faith.
Hebrews 12:28-29 Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaken, let us give thanks, by which we offer to God and acceptable worship with reverence and awe: for indeed our God is a consuming fire. 
Lord you have promised us a heaven that cannot be shaken. Help us to accept this indescribable gift with reverence and awe. Consume us with your fire. 
Hebrews 12: 26-28 At that time his voice shook the earth; but now he has promised, “Yet once more I will shake not the earth but also the heaven.” This phrase, “Yet once more,” indicates the removal of what is shaken—that is, created things—so that what cannot be shaken may remain.  Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaken let us give thanks, by which we offer to God an acceptable worship with reverence and awe; for indeed our God is a consuming fire. 
Dear LORD, We have experienced that things, people and all you’ve created can be shaken. But your Kingdom, Your will, and YOU LORD GOD cannot be shaken. Oh how comforting to KNOW this, I believe YOU when you say that with YOU protecting us we can’t be shaken. Praise you Lord for this protection.
