Clown Worship!

· There will be a pole on top of the stage that has a couple of sheets hanging from it dividing the stage in half so the back part can be decorated for the party and the front can be used for the restaurant and the bedroom

· Reminder that the clowns do not talk as soon as they have their face paint on, to keep in character of the worship. Throughout the worship, the talking parts will be done by volunteers or other staff members. 

Clowns get ready

· face paint, clothes, wigs, etc

Songs while campers come in

 Gathering Song

· Camp song that the campers will sing

Invocation
· Party theme
· clowns come in from everywhere
·  “We Like to Party” by the Venga Boys
· decorations, card inviting the Trinity

Opening prayer
· start with unrolled banner explaining what is next
· have a projector on the screen showing his plan for the day
· alarm goes off ( cow bell signifies the alarm, clown continues to sleep)
· after a couple times finally wakes up and realizes that he is late
· clown frantically starts getting ready- have circus music playing in background
· clown starts to prayer before they realizes that they can’t talk so grabs kid from the audience
· make sure that the kid knows before hand that they are doing this
· have soothing music playing in the background (no words)

· transition with letter by letter S, O, N, G, (S)
· just camp songs that the kids have been singing during the week

Message
· Clown runs across the stage with a banner saying Message or skit

· “Give Me Your Eyes” by Brandon Heath in background

· start with same soothing music as opening prayer him closing the Bible
· tries to get car to start but engine keeps turning over

· clowns drive by in other car and don’t help

· they then drive past the homeless guy

· continue to go across stage and out the side doors, make a big circle around the chapel

· the server clowns gives up on his car and starts running towards work

· he stops at the homeless guy (Jesus) who is holding some sort of sign possibly

· the clown should show that he is strapped for money whether it be patting his pockets or fingering through what he has to give the man

· continues to run to work

· lights go off, or some sort of transition explaining that we are now at the restaurant

· the server runs in and quickly and begins serving the people

· comes out and tries to get composed, tries to take their orders, the other clowns are really  bossy and rude
· the others could spill their water and keep making his life a little bit unbearable

· the server is obviously frustrated

· Jesus walks in as the homeless man (under his clothes are clean clothes), people begin to scoff at him because he’s so dirty, he than takes off the dirty clothes and flips his name tag and they’re like “oh Jesus! Yay!” the clowns then signal for the server to set another place, the server comes out with the next place and Jesus tells the server than to take his spot at the table and Jesus takes his apron and begins to serve the waiter and others

· Transition into the with turning the lights off? Having another sign saying what is next

· Soft music in background

· person comes in playing the trumpet from clown room
·  another comes in a pulls out a scroll up and down that says song

Offering
· box idea- a few of the clowns are putting their offering money in the box. The Homeless clown does not have money to give. When the chorus comes in of the song, the homeless clown steps into the box and raises his hands to God. One by one, the other clowns realize what a real offering is. 

· song “My Desire” by Jeremy Camp
Confession
· Burnt rose- Cross with a nail in the middle of it. Campers come up and place their confession on the nail. After all have placed the paper is lit on fire. The ash from the papers looks like a rose. 

· Have a fake rose and an actual lighter, clowns don’t understand the concept of a “burnt rose”
· “Burning Love” by Elvis Presley playing in the background 

· have a counselor run up and go ‘ NO NO NO! I think this is what they mean by burnt rose and explain it

· music abruptly stops during this point

· slow music comes on while the campers are walking up and placing the paper on the cross

· “East to West” by Casting Crowns song

Song
· slower camp song
Closing Prayer

Benediction
· go back to the party theme

· clowns are sad Jesus is leaving

· clowns are consoled because they are shown that Jesus will be with them maybe a Bible, or gives them a Balloon (sign of Holy Spirit and that he is still present)
