Confirmation Worship

This is a student-led worship service.  Each part of the service is assigned to a student with the exception of communion and blessing.  This is held at the conclusion of the confirmation lesson each week.
Opening Scripture

This would be reading based on the lesson for the week or any other appropriate text.  For example, if the lesson is based on the Lord’s Prayer, Matthew 6:7-13 would be an appropriate text.

Prayer

Each week a student or a group of students is assigned to write a prayer to use during worship or one could be provided by the pastor or another leader.

Music

A song that is familiar can be sung with guitar, piano, or it could be a capella also.  If singing isn’t comfortable for your group, an appropriate song can be played on a CD player.

Three Minutes of Silence

The students are prompted to “Sit back, relax, find a comfortable position.  Keep your hands and feet to yourself and talk to God.  He already knows what you have to say, but he wants to hear it from you.   Listen for His voice.”

Communion

The silence is broken with the pastor reciting the Words of Institution.  Once the elements have been blessed, students who are previously assigned come forward to serve to the rest of the group.

Traditional words from worship are used such as ___________________.

Benediction

The Lord bless you and keep you. The Lord make his face shine upon you and be gracious unto you.  The Lord look upon you with favor and give you peace.  Amen.
Sending

Students are dismissed in groups to the Baptismal Font where a blessing is printed out for them to read as they mark each other’s foreheads with water in the shape of a cross.  An example of this is:  “__________________, child of God, + you are marked with the cross of Christ and sealed with the Holy Spirit forever.  Amen.”
