This weblog is designed to meet a population of people in and outside your congregation who participate but are minimally committed or those who would call themselves spiritual but not religious. They are the 30 – 50 year olds and maybe even older and younger who have families and careers that keep them busy 24/7/365. They show up when they can, or feel obligated by a milestone in their lives; and they are minimally if not at all engaged in faith formation or leadership in the congregation.  So a sit-down small group or Bible study is not even on their radar – and “regular” church attendance is when they get there, taking second seat to the kid’s athletic events on Sunday mornings and late night engagements on Saturday night.  And if they are empty nesters, they’re on the road much of the time, visiting friends and families, and they may or may not send in their weekly contributions!  So this innovation was designed to catch folk where they are at – both in terms of their time and their desire to connect faith and life. It was determined that an online spiritual and faith formation resource center might just appeal to this technological savvy population.  After consulting with one such forty something who is technically savvy, the result was the design and implementation of a weblog (http://bestillandblog.wordpress.com/ ), primarily for its versatility, but also for its ability to engage in a format that provides for deeper experiential faith interaction.  It is designed to be both a curator of online opportunities for spiritual growth as well as a space for faith interaction and expression.
